Smoky Mountain Center LME Interim Position re Person-Centered Plan Forms
As of today, March 23, 2006, we have not received a Person-Centered Plan (PCP) form from the Division of MH/DD/SAS.  We understand that some consumers have received Diagnostic Assessments and are now in the PCP development phase.  Until the Division’s PCP form is released, SMC LME is advising providers to document, and the LME will accept, the PCP in a format of their choosing that includes the following required elements:

1. Indication of individual’s participation
2. Documentation of participants identified in plan development

3. Signed Diagnostic Assessment incorporated including:  

a. Diagnoses

i. Functional Status of Life Domains

4. Services/supports to address health

5. Services/supports to address safety

6. Strengths/Achievement/Accomplishments

7. Supports/services identified and prioritized:

a. Preferences

b. Needs

8. Prioritized goals and measurable objectives/outcomes

9. Crisis Plans:

a. Proactive Components

b. Reactive Components

c. Crisis Contingencies

d. Process and procedure for crisis event and/or emergency situation

10. Indicated potential resources within:

a. Individual Resources

b. Family, friends, guardians and others

c. Resources in the community

d. Publicly funded services/supports for all citizens

e. Publicly funded services/supports through the MH/DD/SAS Specialty System
11. Responsible individuals are indicated for activities, strategies, supports, services and/or treatment

12. Signature of:

a. Competent adult or legally responsible person for an adult deemed incompetent

b. Parent or legally responsible person for child

c. Minor receiving substance abuse treatment
13. Documentation of any areas of disagreement and the steps to address dispute process

14. Evidence of how ongoing updates and reviews will occur.

15. Specific Medicaid or State-funded services, providers and initial number of units/day, week or month (also serves as the initial authorization request).
For a “PCP-Lite,” the person-centered plan following a Basic Assessment for a State-funded consumer not referred for Diagnostic Assessment, the only guidance that we have from the Division at this point is that the plan must include a Crisis Plan and must be proportional to the services to be provided.  Until we receive further guidance from the Division the LME suggests that providers scale back the above PCP elements and include only those elements that are applicable to the consumer’s needs and treatment, always including a Crisis Plan.  For Entity users, in this interim period, the WRAP Crisis Plan on the Custom Tab may be used to document the Crisis Plan.
